Keep food stored in a cool, dry indoor
place. Avoid storing pet food near toxic
household items such as bleach or
cleaning supplies that could leak, or in
the garage or outside, where insects
often live.

After Opening
Keep dry food in the original bag and within a
plastic or metal bin with a lid. Wet or fresh pet
# food may be covered with a lid and stored in the
refrigerator according to label directions. Always
ﬂ seal the bag and keep it out of reach of curious
